SAVE’s mission is to promote alternatives to domestic violence through 
support services, advocacy and education, and to assist domestic violence 

victims and their families to end the cycle of violence.

I like numbers. I like to utilize statistics 
and data to highlight not only the prevalence of 
domestic violence in our communities, but also to 
illustrate SAVE’s effectiveness. Let me share with 
you three important numbers.

The first number is 33% or 1 in 3. This is 
the number that motivates us at SAVE. It is the 
incidence of domestic violence for women in the 
United States. Our work will not be over until 
this number is at 0%.

The second number is $500.  On average, 
this is how much it costs us to provide services 
for one individual. If you take a look at the list 
to the right, you will quickly realize that $500 
is “buying” a lot of help. What’s even more 
important though, is that a mere $500 is “buying” 
safety, peace, and a brighter future for the 
individuals who seek our help.

The last number is 10%. This year we 
received a 10% reduction from many of our state, 
county, and city funders. Yet we continued to 
offer the same extensive range of services, and 
continued to help nearly 3000 individuals during 
the year. I attribute this sucess to our effective 
and streamlined programs, dedicated staff, and 
committed volunteers.

FY08-09 will bring its own set of numbers. 
We don’t expect the first number - the need 
for SAVE - to change, but we do expect the 
last number - funding reduction - to increase, 
thus having a negative impact on our revenue.  
In anticipation of this, we are ramping up our 
fundraising efforts to reach more corporations, 
foundations, and individual donors throughout 
our entire Southern Alameda County service area.

To wrap-up FY07-08, I thank you for your 
ongoing dedication to SAVE, and to our cause of 
eradicating domestic violence.

24-Hour Crisis Hotline staffed with trained domestic violence 
counselors, available any time of the day or night to offer emotional 
support, referrals, and crisis intervention. This year we answered 
2,271 calls on the hotline. 65% of the calls were crisis related; 35% 
were requesting information.

30-bed Emergency Shelter at a confidential location for families fleeing 
abuse (90-day maximum stay). We provided shelter to 278 
women and children throughout the year. Additionally, 73 families 
slept safely at a motel when our shelter was full or the need was 
immediate.

Transitional Housing Programs focused on preparing families for 
self-sufficiency. 19 families participated in these programs during 
the year while the mother enhanced her job skills, furthered her 
education, and accumulated the life skills necessary to successfully 
move on from an abusive past.

Counseling Services offered individually, at our semi-weekly drop-in 
support groups, and at group sessions during a shelter stay. Our 
counselors met with individuals for 351 sessions, and 160 women 
benefitted from the encouragement offered at support groups.

Children’s Program where professionals work closely with children 
to heal the traumatic effects of living with violence. 75 children 
benefitted from their one-on-one time with our children’s counselor, 
as well as time spent in age-appropriate groups. Our children’s 
counselor also works with the mothers to develop appropriate 
parenting techniques for helping their children through this time of 
crisis and transition.

Community Services that impart prevention and intervention through 
medical outreach and advocacy, community education, and Teen 
Dating Violence Prevention Program. SAVE’s community educators 
presented to 4000 students at local junior high and high schools 
about healthy vs. unhealthy relationships, with the mission of 
preventing abusive relationships before they even start, or ending 
the cycle of violence that may have already begun at a young age.  

Community Oriented Prevention Service Program (COPS),  a 
partnership with local police departments, working to prevent 
and reduce domestic violence early in the cycle, and provides crisis 
intervention services. 814 domestic violence victims were assisted 
with crisis intervention at the police departments in Fremont, 
Hayward, Newark, San Leandro, and Union City. Officers were 
trained on the dynamics of domestic violence and the best ways to 
communicate with victims.

 Temporary Restraining Order (TRO) Clinic provides legal assistance 
and court accompaniment in the Fremont and Hayward Superior 
Courts, and Hayward and San Leandro Police Departments. 444 
temporary restraining orders were completed to keep batterers 
away from their victims. Advocates accompanied 85 victims for 
their court appearance, providing emotional support and knowledge 
of the court system.

 Programs and Accomplishments

SAVE served a total of 2,295 women, men, 
and children from July 1, 2007 - June 30, 
2008.

In the past year, SAVE conducted three 40-hour certified domestic violence 
counselor trainings.  State law requires that anyone working directly with 
domestic violence victims complete this training.  In FY2007 -2008, more than 30 
people attended SAVE trainings, including staff from other agencies.  

SAVE relies on volunteers to assist our staff in providing services.  Volunteers 
are trained to answer the 24-hour crisis hotline, oversee support groups, complete 
restraining orders, provide children’s activities, work in the community office, and 
help with fundraising events.  Last year, more than 60 volunteers donated over 
2000 hours of their valuable time, and we are extremely appreciative.
